This year our Continuous School Improvement Team developed a math goal that focuses on improving each math strand: Number Operations and Reasoning, Geometry, Algebraic Reasoning, Statistics and Data Analysis and Probability; more specifically vocabulary.  Our teachers will continue the focus on building strong vocabulary skills and problem solving skills so our students can be successful.
